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School districts in California have two separate methods available to them for reporting student data.

The California Basic Educational Data System, or CBEDS, is a single annual collection of data from county offices of education and school
districts. The CBEDS data is collected on the first Wednesday in October, designated as CBEDS Information Day. The data describes — by county
office or school district — the staff characteristics, student characteristics, and enrollment by grade levels, staffing levels, and other demographic
information.

The CBEDS is designed to allow the data to be combined in many ways to serve various purposes, and to reduce the number of information
collections from school districts.

The California School Information Services, or CSIS, program is a legislative initiative charged in 1997 with developing and implementing an
electronic statewide school information system to facilitate the exchange and reporting of student information by county offices of education and
school districts. The initiative is also charged with implementing a system to provide student identifiers to all of California’s approximately six
million students.

In Santa Barbara County, four districts are currently participating in the CSIS program to compile and report their demographic data to the state.

This summary is prepared by the School Business Advisory Services of the Santa Barbara County Education Office. School districts are given an
opportunity by the CDE to amend their reports; however, amendments may not be included in this unofficial publication. CBEDS information for
the State of California will be available on the CDE website http://www.cde.ca.gov/demographics in August of 2008.
