Community & School Profi le
Guadalupe is located 175 miles northwest of Los Angeles in 
Santa Barbara County, with a population of approximately 
6,000. The Guadalupe Union School District strives to provide 
a quality education for all its students, with a wide range of 
programs, and a talented staff dedicated to the needs of our 
students. The District serves 1,210 students in grades K-8.

During the 2003-04 school year, Kermit McKenzie Junior 
High School served 407 students in grades 6-8. The school 
operates on a traditional school calendar. Kermit McKenzie 
Junior High School is committed to providing a strong 
instructional program for all students to ensure excellence in 
education.
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Discipline & Climate for Learning
Students at Kermit McKenzie Junior High School are guided by 
specifi c rules and classroom expectations that promote respect, 
cooperation, courtesy, and acceptance of others. We believe everyone 
(students, parents, and staff) has the right to be treated in a respectful 
and responsible manner, including being free of verbal, nonverbal, 
or physical abuse. Violation of these rights, as well as disruption of 
learning or teaching, is unacceptable. 

Our school uses the Positive Action Program that develops positive 
attitudes towards education, and moves students away from the 
negative consequences of bad behavior. The goal of our discipline 
program is to provide students with opportunities to learn self-
discipline through a system of consistent rewards and consequences 
for their behavior. Rules are clearly communicated and consistently 
enforced. The dress code policy at Kermit McKenzie Junior High 
School is strictly enforced.

We recognize our students for their achievements throughout the 
year, in the classroom and at the end of the year assembly. Students 
who demonstrate positive behavior may be rewarded with a quarterly 
ice cream social. Students are also rewarded for good attendance 
records and the Presidential Fitness Awards.

Students are encouraged to participate in the school’s many academic 
and extracurricular activities. These programs promote positive 
attitudes, encourage achievement, and instill a sense of belonging in 
students.

We are very proud of our school band, called the “Green Machine.” 
Approximately 90 students participate in the band, and have won 
many competitions. Last year, they placed fi rst in their division at 
the Magic Mountain competition, and they were fi rst in both the 
Orchard Christmas Parade and the Santa Maria Parade.

The school’s interscholastic athletic programs promote individual 
and team-oriented achievement and self-esteem through school-
sponsored teams that compete with other middle schools in the area.

School Facilities & Safety
Kermit McKenzie Junior High School provides a safe, clean 
environment for students, staff, and volunteers. The school is 
situated on 11 acres. School facilities span nearly 30,000 square 
feet, and include 17 classrooms, a library, computer lab, cafeteria, 
administrative offi ces, restrooms, and storage rooms. A team of 
custodians ensures classrooms, restrooms, and campus grounds 
are cleaned on a daily basis. When necessary, the District takes 
appropriate actions to ensure campus facilities are in good working 
order and provide a suitable learning environment. A work order 
process is used to ensure effi cient service and that emergency repairs 
are given the highest priority.

Kermit McKenzie Junior High School is a closed campus. All visitors 
are required to sign in and to wear visitor badges during their stay. 
During lunch, breaks, and before and after school, the principal and 
teachers supervise students and monitor the campus.

The comprehensive Safe School Plan was developed by the district 
to comply with Senate Bill 187 (SB 187) of 1997. The plan provides 
students and staff a means of ensuring a safe and orderly learning 
environment. Each school includes the following requirements of SB 
187 within their safe school plans: 

• Current status of school crime
• Child abuse reporting procedures
• Disaster procedures, routine, and emergency
• Policies related to suspension and expulsion
• Notifi cation to teachers
• Sexual harassment policy
• Provision of a school-wide dress code
• Safe ingress and egress of pupils, parents, and school employees 
• Safe and orderly school environment
• School rules and procedures

The school evaluates the plan annually and updates it as needed. 
Safety procedures, including elements of the Safe School Plan, are 
reviewed with school and District staff throughout the school year 
during various safety training opportunities and emergency drills. 
The plan was last updated and reviewed with school staff in October 
2004. 

Counseling & Support Services
It is the goal of Kermit McKenzie Junior High School to assist 
students in their academic, social, and personal development. We 
provide special attention to students who experience achievement or 
behavioral diffi culty.

Guadalupe Union School District offers extended services to students 
and parents through the Family Services Center at Mary Buren 
Elementary School. State and County agencies may refer families to 
the Center, where counselors assist the families in fi nding social and 
community programs available to the them. The center is funded by a 
School Readiness Grant.

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Student Achievement
In addition to district-established performance objectives, the State and Federal governments have set standards for student achievement. 
A school’s progress in meeting or exceeding those standards is measured through the results of testing and other criteria. These measures 
include Adequate Yearly Progress and the State’s Academic Performance Index.

Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP)
The Federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act requires 
that all students perform at or above the profi cient level 
on their State’s standards-based assessment by 2014. 
To reach that goal, districts and schools must achieve 
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP). This refers to steadily 
increasing the percentage of students who achieve State 
standards of academic profi ciency from year to year. AYP 
requires an annual evaluation and reporting of the academic 
progress of all students, including children in numerically 
signifi cant subgroups, such as English language learners, 
socioeconomically disadvantaged students, students with 
disabilities, and migrant students. 

AYP in California

In California, results of how students perform on State 
testing help determine whether a school or district 
demonstrates Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP). Schools 
and districts must meet progressive Annual Measurable 
Objectives (AMOs) each year in order to meet the objective 
of a 100% at-or-above profi ciency rate by the year 2014 as 
required by NCLB. Elementary and middle schools must 
achieve a 13.6% at-or-above profi ciency rate in English 
Language Arts and 16.0% for Mathematics on California 
Standards Tests (CST). Additional AMOs contributing to 
whether or not an elementary or middle school demonstrates 
AYP include: a 95% or above participation rate on the CST 
(grades 2-8) and an API of 560 or one point of API growth 
each year. Schools meeting AYP for three consecutive years 
may be eligible for the Title I Achieving School Award. For 
the 2003-04 school year, Kermit McKenzie Junior High 
School did not meet all Adequate Yearly Progress criteria.

Schools receiving Title I revenue that fail to make AYP in 
the same AMO area (i.e. Mathematics) for two consecutive 
years will be identifi ed for Program Improvement. Program 
Improvement schools are required to inform parents of their 
rights, attain specifi c levels of student achievement, and offer 
supplemental services. More information about Title I and 
NCLB requirements can be found on the State Department of 
Education’s website http://www.cde.ca.gov/nclb/ and the U.S.

No Child Left Behind
Title I funding plays a critical role in the landmark education act more 
popularly known as No Child Left Behind (NCLB). Title I is Federal money 
used to support additional staffi ng and programs to meet the needs of low-
income, low-achieving students and other designated students with special 
needs. Kermit McKenzie Junior High School meets specifi c criteria for Federal 
School-wide Title I eligibility. Information regarding Title I designation assists 
parents and the school community to understand the impact NCLB will have on 
our school. NCLB requires evaluation of student performance both schoolwide 
and by specifi c subgroups within the student population. A profi le of Kermit 
McKenzie Junior High School’s enrollment, as defi ned by these subgroups, 
is provided to create an appropriate context for evaluating the overall success 
of our school’s educational program. The enrollment of signifi cant ethnic 
subgroups is located on page one of this report card.

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Academic Performance Index (API)
The Academic Performance Index (API) is one of 
three components of the Public Schools Accountability 
Act (PSAA) passed in 1999. The API measures school 
performance, sets academic growth targets, and 
monitors growth over time based on STAR results. 
The Immediate Intervention/Underperforming Schools 
Program (II/USP) and Governor’s Performance Award 
Program are the two remaining components of the 
PSAA. API and STAR results determine a school’s 
eligibility for each program. II/USP-eligible schools 
may apply for funding to provide the necessary 
resources to improve student performance. The 
Governor’s Performance Award acknowledges those 
schools that demonstrate signifi cant improvement 
based on several specifi c measures. 

     

Standardized State Assessments
Guadalupe Union School District participates in California’s mandatory Standardized Testing and Reporting Program (STAR) which utilizes 
the California Achievement Test (CAT/6), California Standards Tests (CST), the Spanish Assessment of Basic Education/2 (SABE/2), and the 
California Alternative Performance Assessment (CAPA). The CAT/6 measures achievement based on student comparison; the CST aids in 
determining the level of individual student mastery of skills required by the California Content Standards.  Prior to 2003, the STAR included 
the SAT-9 norm-referenced test, which has been replaced by CAT/6.  SABE/2 is administered to limited English profi cient Spanish-speaking 
students who have been enrolled in California public schools for less than 12 months. CAPA is administered to students with signifi cant 
disabilities who are not able to take the CST and CAT/6.

Board of Education. Performance standards 
identify the level of student mastery of the 
content standards tested. The State target for 
every student is to score at the Advanced or 
Profi cient level.

Physical Fitness Testing

In the spring of each year, Kermit McKenzie 
Junior High School is required by the State to 
administer a physical fi tness test to all students 
in the seventh grade. The physical fi tness test 
is a standardized evaluation that measures each 
student’s ability to perform fi tness tasks in six 
major areas. Students who meet or exceed the 
standards in all six fi tness areas are considered 
to be physically fi t or in the “healthy fi tness 
zone” (HFZ). 

District Assessments
To attain accurate and valid measures of 
educational progress, students need multiple 
opportunities to demonstrate what they know 
and are able to do in the various disciplines 
of the school curriculum. In the Guadalupe 
Union School District, multiple measures are 
analyzed to determine whether a student is 
meeting, exceeding, or falling below rigorous 
grade level expectations. These measures 
include Holt End of Unit Assessments and State 
testing. Based on student needs and assessment 
results, teachers determine the appropriate 
instructional modifi cation strategies and possible 
at-risk intervention programs.

Substitute Teachers
Guadalupe Union School District has experienced some diffi culty 
in obtaining substitute teachers to fi ll in for absent teachers. In the 
event that a substitute cannot be obtained, the principal or resource 
teacher will assume the role of substitute. 

Training & Curriculum Improvement
All training and curriculum development at Guadalupe Union School 
District revolves around the California State Content Standards and 
Frameworks. Teachers align classroom curriculum to ensure that all 
students either meet or exceed State profi ciency levels. 

During the 2003-04 school year, Guadalupe Union School District 
received a Reading First Program grant. The program focuses on 
reading and language arts instruction in grades K-3. The District 
currently uses the Open Court reading curriculum. The Reading First 
grant enabled teachers to focus on new areas of reading and English 
Language Development instruction and academic vocabulary. 
Teachers received appropriate training in the new program. In the 
2004-05 school year, the District will implement resources for 
students in grades 3-8 to focus on writing skills. 

The District offers three staff development days annually where 
teachers are offered a broad-based variety of professional growth 
opportunities in curriculum, teaching strategies, and methodologies. 
For the 2003-04 school year, staff development activities focused 
on: Building Reading Fluency; English Language Development 
Strategies in the Classroom; and Building Academic Vocabulary.

Kermit McKenzie Junior High School provides additional staff 
planning and professional development opportunities throughout 
the school year. Topics for staff development focused on improving 
reading and writing. 

Textbooks & Instructional Materials
Guadalupe Union School District sets a high priority upon ensuring 
that suffi cient and current textbooks and materials are available to 
support instructional programs. Guadalupe Union School District 
held a Public Hearing on August 10, 2004, and determined that each 
school within the District has suffi cient and good quality textbooks 
or instructional materials, pursuant to the settlement of Williams 
vs. the State of California. All students, including English Learner 
students, are given their own individual textbooks in core subjects 
for use in the classroom and to take home to complete required 
homework assignments. Textbooks in all subject areas, with the 
exception of science textbooks for grades 6-8, are aligned to the 
California State Content Standards and Frameworks and are selected 
from the State’s most recent list of standards-based materials. 
Students in grades 6-8 use Standards-based teacher created science 
materials instead of textbooks in the curriculum. Guadalupe Union 
School District follows the State Instructional Materials Adoption 
Cycle that reviews instructional materials in each curricular area 
within a seven-year cycle.  

Teacher Assignment
Guadalupe Union School District recruits and employs the most 
qualifi ed credentialed teachers. For the 2003-04 school year, 
Kermit McKenzie Junior High School had 20 fully credentialed 
teachers who met all credential requirements in accordance with 
State of California guidelines. 

NCLB-Compliant Teachers

The Federal No Child Left Behind (NCLB) Act requires that 
all teachers in core subject areas meet certain requirements in 
order to be considered “Highly Qualifi ed” no later than the end 
of the 2005-06 school year. Minimum qualifi cations include: 
possession of a Bachelor’s Degree, possession of an appropriate 
California teaching credential, and demonstrated competence in 
core academic subjects. At the start of the 2003-04 school year, 
13.7% of core academic classes at Kermit McKenzie Junior High 
School were taught by NCLB-compliant teachers. Since the initial 
data collection in 2003-2004, the percentage of NCLB-compliant 
teachers in the District has risen to almost 100%.

Teacher Evaluation
A constructive evaluation process is a fundamental element in a 
sound educational program. Regular and comprehensive evaluations 
promote improvement of teaching skills and increased levels of 
student achievement. Evaluations recognize exemplary skills and 
accomplishments of staff and identify areas needing improvement. 
Non-tenured teachers are evaluated at least once a year and tenured 
teachers are evaluated every other year. Evaluations are performed 
by the principal and a District administrator; both have been trained 
and certifi ed for competency to perform teacher evaluations.

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and writing skills in English. Students receive at least 30 minutes 
of English Language Development instruction a day. 

Kermit McKenzie Junior High School provides instruction to all 
students in the least restrictive environment possible. Students 
with special needs are accommodated with a variety of options. 
A team consisting of the parent, school administrator, general 
education teacher, psychologist, and special education teacher, 
develops an Individual Education Plan (IEP). The IEP defi nes 
the individualized instruction a child will receive which may 
include partial placement in a Resource Specialist Program or full 
placement in a Special Day Class. 

Guadalupe Union School District participates in the Santa Barbara 
County Special Education Local Plan Area (SELPA). The SELPA 
helps ensure all students with identifi ed disabilities receive 
a quality public education, according to the Individuals with 
Disabilities Education Act. Professionals and experts in the fi eld 
of special education are readily available to serve the District and 
its students who require an alternative educational solution based 
upon their physical and emotional needs. A District representative 
meets monthly with the SELPA team to discuss student progress.

School Enrollment & Attendance
Regular attendance at Kermit McKenzie Junior High School is a 
necessary part of the learning process and is critical to academic 
success. Attendance, tardy, and truancy policies are clearly 
stated, and consistently enforced. Parents are advised of their 
responsibilities, including proper notifi cation of when and why 
students are absent. Our attendance clerk monitors attendance daily, 
and proactively addresses attendance issues before they develop 
into further problems. School-wide enrollment at the beginning of 
the 2003-04 school year was 407 students.

Class Size
The table below illustrates how many classes were taught 
with a certain number of students in each class, based on three 
different class sizes. The corresponding numbers show how many 
classrooms had 22 students or fewer, 22 to 32 students, and 33 or 
more students by subject. Kermit McKenzie Junior High School 
maintained a schoolwide average class size of 28 students.  

In a textbook adoption year, the Textbook Committee, comprised 
of teacher representatives, school administrators, identifi es key 
elements to consider in the adoption decision-making process and 
establishes selection criteria based on State and District standards. 
The Committee reviews instructional materials on the State list 
and invites publishers to provide an overview of their respective 
materials. The Committee presents its fi ndings to the Curriculum 
Council for evaluation. Prior to adoption, the proposed materials 
are on display for 30 days at the school offi ce and District offi ce for 
parents and teachers to review.

The computer lab at Kermit McKenzie Junior High School is 
equipped with 32 workstations. Students visit the computer lab at 
least once a week, and have access to various programs, including 
Accelerated Reader. 

Specialized Instruction
Guadalupe Union School District’s emphasis is on a well balanced 
and rigorous core curriculum at all grade levels. Instructional 
programs are aligned with State and District standards. It is the 
District’s goal to ensure that all students are provided the support 
they need in order to experience success in their academic career. 
Through teacher training, monitoring of student achievement, 
and modifi cation of instruction, Kermit McKenzie Junior High 
School is able to offer programs to meet the individual needs of its 
students.

Kermit McKenzie Junior High School recognizes that students 
with special gifts and talents need more challenging curriculum and 
instruction. The Gifted and Talented Education (GATE) program 
is offered to students in grades 6-8 who have been recognized as 
capable of attaining high levels of achievement by their teachers 
and identifi ed through State testing programs. Students in the 
GATE program are clustered and receive specialized instruction in 
their regular classroom. 

Kermit McKenzie Junior High School offers support to students 
whose test results indicate they need additional assistance to 
achieve grade level profi ciency. Students are clustered in their 
regular classroom and receive differentiated instruction. Students 
may also receive supplemental instruction outside the classroom by 
a resource teacher. The school maintains open communication with 
parents regarding their child’s progress throughout the school year.

For students whose primary language is not English, and who have 
limited English profi ciency, Kermit McKenzie Junior High School 
offers programs to prepare them to meet the State’s academic 
content and performance standards. Students are identifi ed as 
English Learners (EL) through the California English Language 
Development Test (CELDT). These students include those in the 
District’s Migrant Education Program. Bilingual aides work with 
students in their regular classroom to develop speaking, reading,

School Leadership
Leadership at Kermit McKenzie Junior High School is a 
responsibility shared among District administration, school 
administration, instructional staff, students, and parents. Principal 
Celia Ramos has led the school for eight years, backed by more 
than 17 years of educational experience. All members of the 
school community are committed to a shared school-wide vision, 
which creates a strong foundation toward academic success for all 
students. 

Staff members and parents participate on various committees to 
ensure instructional programs are consistent with students’ needs 
and comply with District goals. These committees include the 
School Site Council, Leadership Team, Booster Club, and Eighth 
Grade Graduation Committee. 

Community Involvement
Parents and the community are very supportive of the education 
program at Kermit McKenzie Junior High School. Parents and 
community members are welcome to attend a special Study 
Night once a month, where teachers discuss different school 
subjects. Our programs are greatly enriched by contributions of 
local organizations, including Kiwanis, the Rancho de Guadalupe 
Chamber of Commerce, and the Guadalupe Historical Society. 

Parents are encouraged to be involved in their child’s education 
through volunteering in the classroom, as well as attending school-
wide events held throughout the year. Parents are kept abreast of 
school activities through principal’s newsletters, Back to School 
Night, and Open House.

Instructional Time
During the 2003-04 school year, all instructional minutes offered at 
Kermit McKenzie Junior High School exceeded State requirements. 
For the 2003-04 school year, we offered 180 days of instruction 
comprised of 159 regular days and 21 minimum days. The school 
has three late start days a year. Minimum days are used for staff 
development, curricular planning meetings, and parent/teacher 
conferences.

Expenditures & Services Funded
At the time this report was published, the most recent fi nancial and 
salary comparison data from the State of California was for the 
2002-03 school year. In 2002-03, Guadalupe Union School District 
spent an average of $7,410 to educate each student (based on 2002-
03 audited fi nancial statements). The fi gures shown in the table 
below refl ect the direct cost of educational services, per average 
daily attendance, excluding food services, facilities acquisition 
and construction, and certain other expenditures. This calculation 
is required by law annually and is compared with other districts 
state-wide.  

In addition to general fund State funding, Guadalupe Union School 
District receives State and Federal categorical funding for special 
programs. For the 2002-03 school year, the District received 
approximately $2,305 per student in Federal and State aid for the 
following categorical, special education, and support programs:
