Allan Hancock, SBCC, ranked in top 10 percent in nation

he Aspen Institute College Excellence Program ranked Allan Hancock

and Santa Barbara City Colleges as two of the five best community
colleges in California and two of the nation’s top 120 community colleges.
Winners were selected from nearly 1,200 community colleges using publicly
available data on student outcomes that demonstrated the highest levels of
performance on student outcomes; changes over time; and equity in student
achievement. This honor positioned Allan Hancock College, SBCC, and the
other 118 institutions to compete for the $1 million in Aspen Institute prize
funds. In September, SBCC was named as one of the 10 finalists.

Allan Hancock wins multimillion dollar STEM grant

five-year, multimillion dollar federal “STEM Select” grant awarded to
Allan Hancock College will enhance the college’s ability to provide a
state-of-the-art science and math education. It will create a model pathway
from local high schools to Allan Hancock College to a university, especially
Cal Poly, San Luis Obispo, with a focus on students choosing teaching
as a career option. STEM stands for Science, Technology, Engineering
and Mathematics. The $4.3 million “Title V STEM” grant was one of
97 awarded across the country to federally designated Hispanic Serving
Institutions (HSI), of which there are about 300 community colleges and
universities. HSI grants are awarded to colleges to expand educational
opportunities and improve the educational attainment of Hispanic and low-
income students. Countywide, other STEM projects include a $20,000
grant given to SBCEO in partnership with ExxonMobil.

group’s research advisor. The day was

spent collaborating about important

educational issues, planning for
individual action research papers, and on
an education policy report regarding the
latest education policy push by President

Barack Obama and United States

Education Secretary Arne Duncan.

In addition to writing action research
papers from information collected in their
classroom, the TNLI Fellows narrowed
their educational concerns to three teacher
“hot topics:”

* Instructional time—namely, the
limitations on instructional minutes due
to excessive assessment and scripted
lessons or restricted schedules;

* Funding issues, including class size,
where money is being spent, K-12 vs.
higher education, etc.; and

* Teacher/student ratios, including class
size, combo classes, educator workload,
and instructional aides.
