	REFLECTION / APPLICATION

	1. Application:  How was your Phase 2 Plan implemented? 

	I selected and administered 3 assessments from the CORE reading assessment book.  These assessments gave me more information regarding their reading comprehension, reading fluency, phonemic awareness, and sound spelling knowledge.  Both my focus students had serious and severe gaps in their ability to read and comprehend.  Their spelling was incorrect and erratic.  I needed to understand where exactly their gaps were so I could address their individual needs.  Student 1 had extremely low reading fluency(45) and a 50% knowledge of sound spellings and phonemic awareness.  Her comprehension was excellent when read to (6th grade) but only 1st grade on independent reading assessments, and she was identified as GATE.  Student 2 had low comprehension (1st grade), low fluency (35), and an 85% knowledge of sound spellings and phonemic awareness.  His comprehension was  2nd grade.

	2. Results:  Impact on instructional practice / student achievement. Refer to evidence which demonstrates this impact (i.e. support provider observation notes, student work samples.)

	Once I became more knowledgeable about the specific areas in which my focus students were struggling I was more able to modify my instruction and assessments.  After administering various assessments I shared my results with both the students and their parents.  Student 1 begin receiving daily instruction in sound spelling combinations, reading fluency at her grade level of oral reading, and practice in these areas to be done at home and after school.  Student 2 was placed in a group focusing on comprehension and fluency.  He was given a daily reading contract and grade level reading materials to be read at home.  The results of this individualized plan were immediately noticed in class and group.  Student 2 who had previously experienced focusing issues and off task behavior daily became much more focused and more able to complete daily and weekly assignments.  He still has some issues regarding attention and seems to have erratic behavior at times.  I have set up behavior contracts with him to try and encourage a more positive attitude and increased focus.  Student 1’s progress was immediate.  By 2 months her fluency had increased to 95 wpm and her reading and comprehension also improved to 2nd grade.  Her daily spelling, which had previously been mixed up and full of errors has improve dramatically.  She has never displayed behavior or focus issues and continues to be a good student.
