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	REFLECTION / APPLICATION

	1. Application:  How was your Phase 2 Plan implemented?

	I began by reading Rick Smith's chapter on lesson planning. I decided that I would try to implement his ideas of movement and "legal talking" into my lesson design. I  then chose to observe Ms. Jones because she is very successful at managing small group activities. I carefully watched how she set up the small group interactions and how she managed a carousel activity in her classroom. I created a lesson involving small group interation and had my support provider observe. I asked her to specifically gather evidence regarding engagement and transition. The lesson was a grammar lesson where students worked together to sort dependent and independent clauses. Students worked together in small groups to sort each clause into the appropriate category.  

	2. Results:  Impact on instructional practice / student achievement. Refer to evidence which demonstrates this impact (i.e. support provider observation notes, student work samples.)

	According to my support provider's observation notes, students discussions were on topic as to why one clause might be independent or dependent. Students were standing, leaning into their tables, and manipulating each of the sentence strips. All students were in charge of leading the discussion with their group on a few of the strips, so all were required to interact. As I walked around and checked progress, I was able to interact with the tables that were stuck on certain strips and to ask questions to guide them in their decision making. The student work showed that a majority of the students understood how to identify these two clauses, but that some were still having difficulty with dependent clauses which began with the word "that." This gave me information as to what I needed to reteach. The discussion and group interaction in this lesson helped to create interest for a topic that is usually dry as evidenced by the students staying on topic. Students indivdual practice sheets revealed that the students were successful in understanding the difference between and independent and dependent clause.
