Grade/Subject: Secondary Adaptive PE

State Standards
· Personal goals from the student’s IEP
· California State Framework: adapt for individual needs
· School’s physical fitness test (adaptive scale)

Objectives
· Achieve goals from student’s IEP (speed, coordination, flexibility)
· Infuse technology in how the teacher scores, records, and relays information back to the student
· Student can in some way access the technology to input his/her own results
· For example, student inputs own scores or points to scores on paper, teacher puts results into excel and teacher creates a graph to show the student his/her results)
· Student learns if/when their skill level is increasing, decreasing, or staying stable

Assessment
· Graphed information of skill attempts (slope going in the desired direction)
· Indication by the student that they can express their “score” as presented by the teacher

Materials
· Computer and printer and Microsoft Excel
· Method of scaling the behavior that is being assessed
· Adaptive technology needed for student to communicate/do data input
· Student yes/no switch
· Adaptive keyboard
· Touch screen

Introductory Activity
· This can be used with shooting baskets, hitting bowling pins, running, catching a ball, throwing, slalom through cones, slalom and pick up flag or Dixie cup on top of cones, etc
· Be sure to establish reward (10 minutes fee time, etc) so that the student has incentive
· Explain activity (for example, making baskets) to all students
· Demonstrate making baskets and marking success or miss
· Can also pair up a regular education student with the special education student

Student Activities
· Students form a line so that each student will have his/her own turn.
· Each time a student makes a basket (or doesn’t) they make a mark on the teacher’s chart. One side of the chart paper is for the general class and the other side is for the adaptive PE student.
· Each time the adaptive student makes a basket s/he makes a mark in the box next to the picture of a ball going in the basket. Each time s/he doesn’t make a basket s/he marks next to the picture of the ball not going into the basket. 
· The special education student is involved in the class community and the class can graph their attempts.
· Teaching all students about cooperation, coordination, sharing, taking turns, etc.
· Can also pair up a regular education student with the special education student

How will I address special learning needs in your classroom?

Closure
· Assessment of the activity when the teacher and student look at the results and see if the student improved the skills
· Praise and reinforcement of social skills (cooperation, sharing, taking turns, self-assessing, etc)
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
