Special Ed students:


Students were assessed on their ability to sort various types of objects, i.e, keys, 

buttons, shapes.  Students with difficulty in sorting had additional instruction in 

sorting before beginning the computer tasks.  Vocabulary was preloaded according to the needs of the individual students, (i.e, colors, attributes (color and size).  


GATE students:


Students sorted from one to four attributes according to their ability to manage 

more sophisticated information..  Students created their own sorting exercises 

after demonstrating competency with the four attributes.

It was explained to the students that it was important to do their own work and to only work on websites provided by the teachers or their parents.
