1.0 Students sort and classify objects: 

1.1 Identify, sort, and classify objects by attribute and identify objects that do not belong to a particular group (e.g., all these balls are green, those are red).

Lesson Procedures

Introductory Activity (How will you introduce the lesson, and what instructions will you give to students?)

1. Students play with attribute blocks, sorting them in exploratory play.

2. Teacher introduces the concepts of shape, size, color, thick and thin over several days.

3. Students sort in small groups the blocks according to size, color, thick and thin.

4. Students are introduced to one of the resource websites where they can group electronic shapes according to teacher directions.  Teacher monitors the accuracy of the students’ groupings and the increase of difficulty with the blocks, i.e., Attribute trains.

5. Extensions – go to the Sorting and Sesame Street websites to increase difficulty in the sorting levels.

Student Activities

1. Independent sorting play of blocks and other real life materials

2. Sorting for attributes in small groups

3. Sorting for attributes on the internet

4. Playing Attribute Train games

Students with Special Needs

1. Increased time with the beginning sorting activities

2. Manipulatives on  hand with the electronic sorting for tactile response

3. Keep the level of play appropriate to student needs
