Vote: Approve Letter to CDE regarding AB 172 funds for Family Literacy and Staff Development:






· At Steering meeting it was discussed that not all of the $5 million for staff development and family literacy funds in AB 172 were allocated.  Consensus following discussion at Steering was that a letter should be written to Michael Jett recommending that the remaining funds should either be allocated to current State Preschools to implement similar activities or more than $2,500 per classroom should be allocated to successful AB 172 applicants.  Trudy Adair-Verbais has drafted a letter for Council’s consideration.

· Members reviewed the letter and gave suggestions to clarify the statement about the lack of clarity regarding current funds.

· Karin Dominguez moved to Approve the letter to Michael Jett, CDD Director, with recommended changes.  Jennie Martinez seconded the motion. MSC Flo Furuike abstained.

· PIAT also acts in an advisory capacity for the AB212 and CARES (STAR) stipend project and for the accreditation project of the OECE Program Quality Improvement Project.

· A Leadership Institute is being planned for Fall 2007. It will be a two-day retreat for leaders in programs receiving AB 212 stipends and for community ECE program leaders.
