· Discussion: Karin Dominguez explained that Steering Committee discussed the report at their recent meeting.  The self-evaluation reports all items to be in compliance with requirements. Trudy Adair-Verbais suggested that Planning Councils may be included in the CPM review next year since this is the first time Councils have had to complete a self-evaluation and report.  Staff will prepare documentation to support the evaluation.

Priorities Update









· The CCCCA has been working with CDD to develop a method for setting Priorities that is consistent across counties.
· The process was discussed briefly at the recent Quarterly meeting and CDD provided data on funded spaces by zip code for each county.

· CCCCA is currently providing technical assistance to coordinators to do a test run with the data using the prescribed procedure.  The Executive Committee of CCCCA is meeting with CDD on November 21 to discuss the findings of the test runs.

VIII.
Strengthening Families Update








· The Ad Hoc Committee is recommending a two prong approach.  The first will be mandated reporting training and second, training on strengthening the support ECE programs give to families. 

· Training on The Protective Factors that ECE programs can use to help to strengthen families will be provided by Strategies, January 27.  The training will be for four hours and will be held at a location in mid-county.
· A save-the-date will be sent out as soon as a venue is determined.  

· The audience will be directors and other supervisors and trainers for ECE programs who can take the information back to their programs.
IX.
Update on Grant Applications







· Council was awarded $15,204 by First 5 to support the launch of the Q Campaign. The original request was for $26,539.  We will work with First 5 to enlist their support for some of the community outreach and support for media time for the PSA’s.
· The Orfalea Foundation fully funded the Council request for support for the Leadership Series in 2009 ($27,300).  The Series will collaborate with SBCC to promote the Director Mentor project.
· The request from the Orfalea Foundation for the Q campaign was not funded so the Public Awareness Ad Hoc Committee will be working on alternative next steps.

Update on State Budget and Legislation






· The State is now projecting more than a $20 billion deficit because of decreasing revenues.
· The Governor has called the legislature to reconvene to deal with the problem. 

· There are concerns that there may be mid-year reductions for Child Development programs because the Governor is proposing cuts to education.  
· Also programs funded through federal dollars are experiencing cash flow problems.  This is creating problems for local school districts.

Coordinator Report (written)








· The written report was distributed electronically.

· The CPIN Social-Emotional Development training was well attended on November 8 but it was noticeable that at the last two CPIN trainings there have been quite a few people registering but not showing up.  Registration is closed when maximum capacity is reached so people who do not show are taking the opportunity away from others who would have attended.  It was suggested that a message about this should be sent to people who did not attend after they had registered.

· CPIN is proposing to offer an administrator training to support the teacher training on Social-Emotional Development.

Other Business/Announcements/Outdoor Activities Update



· PIAT – have developed a basic website providing information on research and evidence based practices for ECE programs.  The page provides a list of links to sites with a brief description of the site content.  They are developing a list of local websites that should have a link to this resource, which will be on the either the Q or Council website.  This work by PIAT addresses the Strategic Plan goal of informing ECE programs about research and evidence-based practices that programs are being encouraged to use.  The web page will help providers have access to information about research and evidence based practices.  At future meetings there will be opportunities for people to share recommendations of other links to good websites that might be added to the page.
· Susan Ashlock announced that SBSD Las Flores Center received funding from First 5 for the development of an outdoor classroom.
· CPIN had tentatively scheduled an EL Guide Strategies training for February 28.  It seems that the module may not be available by then so it will need to be rescheduled.
· Interested individuals are encouraged to apply to be on the State Program Quality Improvement Committee.   Information was sent out on the Council e-mail yesterday.
