VOTE: Approve Increased Reimbursement Rate for Family Child Care Substitutes:

The reimbursement rate has been $10 for many years and that no longer covers the cost of a substitute.  The Committee proposes up to $15 per hour.  It is also proposed that the FCC Providers should submit invoices for substitute expenses to the Council office each month so that Council is better able to anticipate expenses for the year.

Diane Harmon moved from the Budget Committee to raise Family Child Care substitute reimbursement to $15 per hour.  Family Child Care Providers to submit invoices for reimbursement each month.    Ann Wood seconded the motion

Report on CCSESA PFA Meeting:

· Eileen Monahan reported for the Team that attended the California County Superintendents Educational Services Association regional PFA meeting in Irvine, November 8 and 9.

· The Team included Jan Clevenger, Trudy Adair-Verbais, Eileen Monahan, Karin Dominguez, Jennie Martinez, Susan Pugliese, Vishna Herrity and Valerie Kolstad.  Two Superintendents and a representative from SBCEO Special Education were not available to join the team for the conference but want to participate in ongoing planning.
· A team from each county in Southern California attended the conference, which was organized by Roberta Peck, who ran the First 5 CA PFA before moving to CCSESA earlier this year. 
· The purpose of the meeting was to learn about tools to use for PFA development.  Many counties are just beginning the planning process.  Each participant received a weighty PFA Development Tool Kit.
· Roberta Peck, Susan Meunchow and Karin Hill Scott spoke at the conference along with representatives from a number of counties and ECE fields.  Jan and Trudy spoke as part of a panel about the collaborations around PFA in SB County
· Team members also gave a presentation at the Workforce Development Workshop along with Dan Bellm who reported about the Statewide ECE Workforce Survey and the findings for the Southern California Region.  We talked about PFA planning in Santa Barbara County and how we are working on Workforce Development.

· Diane Harmon reported that Lola Burmeister, SBFCC Special Needs Specialist, offered a workshop on inclusive child care in SM and had 40 family child care providers participate.  Unfortunately the same workshop was cancelled in SB for lack of participation.

· Vishna Herrity reported from the last Steering meeting.

· Two child care programs were going to their respective Planning Commissions for approval of new or expanded child care facilities.  Both have been approved since then – one in Lompoc and one in Santa Barbara.
· Steering members discussed what had been learned in the ethics training.  It was decided that we should invite Shane Stark and Jerry Czuleger to the next Steering meeting to discuss questions we have regarding Council functioning.
· Led by Karin Dominguez, the committee is working on revising the Standing Rules and ensuring that the By-Laws, Standing Rules and Internal Action Plan are aligned.
· There was discussion about the CCSESA conference.
· We are still expecting the 5.92% COLA for the Council contract for 06-07.  With those funds there will be about $10,000 in miscellaneous which we will have available to spend.  These additional funds are a result of funds from Constructing Connections and CPIN that help to support some staff time.

Coordinator Report:

· The Data Standardization Committee of the CCCCA met with Linda Parfitt, CDD, to review proposed standardized data and sources for the county child care needs assessments.  The proposals have been included in the draft regulations for Local Child Care and Development Planning Council Programs.  Committee members are currently reviewing the draft prior to its submittal to the CDD Legal Division.
· Data collection for the update of the needs assessment continues.  As data compilation is completed, it is being forwarded to KIDs for this year’s Scorecard. 
· The presentation to SBAEYC on the ECE Workforce Survey was postponed from October 21 in Santa Ynez to November 18.
· The Office of Early Care and Education, Constructing Connections, has been bringing together local Santa Barbara County officials, downtown business representatives and county employee representatives to explore the possibility of developing a child care center or some other creative way to address the shortage of child care in downtown Santa Barbara.  Valerie and Rafaella have been participating in the meetings as Constructing Connections Intermediaries.
