Reauthorization of CalWORKS:


· Chris Chaffin, Supervisor for Welfare to Work in the CalWORKs program in SB County (681-4491) reported in Mike Watts absence.

· Reauthorization of TANF

· Need a 50% participation in work or will be sanctioned.  Will affect funding for child care.

· Work groups were formed to address this issue.

· Would affect 2009 budget if participation rate is not met.

· SB County is one of higher rates – 46% rate.  Some other counties 20%.

· Couples 90% participation –for 35 hours needed

· Single person 50% participation – 32 hours.  More difficult to attain.  Working with that group intensively.

· Need to fulfill the requirements in 2007.

· Many of the non-participants have mental health challenges that are creating barriers to employment.

· Have training programs, resume development and other job support.

· Training and education are permitted activities.  Vocational training for a maximum of one year.

· SB County has 600 families served in CalWORKS

Steering and Budget Committee Report:  Vishna Herrity reported on the Steering Committee:

· The Office of Early Care & Education is working on regional child care data analysis.  Need solid numbers for advocates and local government officials.  County Economic Impact report (EIR) to be developed which may help with data.

· Priority setting process – Free and Reduced lunch does not create a conflict of interest but establishing the cut-offs may create a conflict.  Waiting for further information from Jerry Czuleger.

· Committees and Action Teams must all follow requirements of Brown Act.

· Jerry Czuleger will provide training on the Brown Act at the March Council meeting.

· Forwarded from the Budget Committee - $10,000 still available in this year’s budget.  Steering discussed developing a public awareness plan.  Will take proposal back to Steering for further discussion before sending out to 3 potential consultants.

· Diane Harmon has resigned as Budget Committee Chair.

· Budget Committee meets quarterly before Steering for 1 hour.

· Trudy Adair-Verbais reviewed the following dates:

· March 13, 9:30-11:30am, Local CPIN workgroup will meet at Hope Education Center Board Room.

· April 13, 8-4, Hope Board Room, focus group to review Preschool foundations (Standards).  Will be by invitation.  Will want CDE funded programs to be represented and Child Care Planning Council.

· April 20 Susan Newman Training for Faculty-Administrators in Bakersfield.

· April 21 – at Child Development Conference – two sessions to review draft foundations.

· May 1, SM and SB, 4:30-7:30, CAC in SM and Hope in SB for draft foundation review.

· May 4, SBCEO Auditorium, Theresa Roberts – language and literacy development.  Presentation in a.m. and discussion in p.m.

· May 12, SBCEO Auditorium, full day training for teachers and family child care providers, with Whit Hayslip.

Coordinator Report:

· Valerie Kolstad reviewed her written report that was distributed by email:

· Council will contribute a “theme basket” for the Conference.  Our theme will be Dual Language Learning.  Please bring contributions for the basket to the March Council meeting.

· County Counsel will provide training on the Brown Act for all Council members and Action Team leaders at the March Council meeting.

· Additional efforts to inform families about the CEL are underway.  A new brochure is ready for distribution.  Local program staff will support outreach efforts.

· The ECE initiative is scheduled to meet February 20, 9-12, at People Helping People.  The group is working together on strategies in the Santa Barbara County Strategic Plan for Early Care and Education, 2006-2015 and the ECE Infrastructure Sustainability Plan.  If Council members are interested in supporting this effort please let me know.

· Valerie attended the quarterly Coordinator meeting in Sacramento January 25 & 26. She attended an informative training on using the U.S. Census.
· AB 212: July 1, 2007 –June 30, 2008 will be the same allocation as this current year.  This is from the ongoing $15 million quality improvement funds.

· Additional AB 212 Funding: one-time-only $15 million additional funding is anticipated to be distributed through LPC’s to support professional development of teachers in subsidized programs who work directly with children 0-5 years.  
· The Steering Committee discussed holding the annual retreat in a different location as we now meet regularly at Cachuma Lake. Susan Walsh suggested the Pig palace located south of Buellton. Valerie will look into it.
