· Jerry Czuleger, Santa Barbara County Counsel, presented a training on the Brown Act. (See handout)

VOTE: Approve AB 212 Plan 2007-2008:

· Trudy Adair-Verbais moved to approve the AB 212 plan for 2007-2008. Luann Miller Seconded.

· Discussion:

· Sharol Viker highlighted some items in the Plan: 

· 15% of the funds are dedicated for administration

· Retention Activities have been broadened to include activities other than stipends for providers, including time spent advising STAR participants.

· Sharol also shared that $145,000 needs to be expended this fiscal year. $131,000 has already been allocated for stipends leaving a balance of  $14,000. Not all AB 212 applicants have been entered in the data base so all funds are likely to be spent.

· Participants would like the quality improvement workshops that used to be offered.

· Trudy suggested a training around the new Preschool Foundations soon to be adopted by the State.

· Eileen reminded everyone that Sharol is only one person and does not have enough time to do all the trainings that would be beneficial.

· Salary and benefits are projected by SBCEO.  4.04% for salary and about 10% for benefit for next year are included.

· Council submitted letter to Michael Jett regarding the AB 172 training funds suggesting how funds that may not be fully allocated should be used.

· A copy of Michael Jett’s response to the Council letter was distributed and reviewed.

· Michael Jett recommends that we work through our local legislators.

· Trudy Adair-Verbais proposal that we send the letter to our local legislators. 

· Flo Furuike suggested that this item should go to Steering for discussion and vote.

Nominating Committee Update: Karin Dominguez reported:

· Sylvia Cruz has resigned as Vice Chair.

· The position will be open for just one year.

· This position oversees the functioning of the Action Teams, organizes an orientation for Action Team leaders and Committee Chairs, attends Steering meetings and reports to Steering on the activities of the Action Teams.

· Karin requested written suggestions of members to fill the position.

· Next month we will begin recruiting for new Council members.  Information sessions will be held April 24 at SB Hope Board Room.  April 23 in Santa Maria.  Both sessions will be  at noon.

· Jennifer Bergquist reported that the Committee is gathering baseline data and contacting Stakeholders identified in the strategic plan.

Inclusive Child Care Action Team Report:

· Nanette Brown announced the Concept paper for the SCDD grant was accepted.

· The group has been writing the grant application for $75,000 to fund an Inclusion Specialist in additional areas of the county. The deadline is March 28.

· The group will be meeting tomorrow at 1:00 at the SB Bank and Trust in Solvang to review the draft of the application.

Needs-Assessment-Priorities Action Team:

· The group met this morning. 

· NAPAT is still in need of a leader.

· The group reviewed the updated data for some of the tables from the 2004 needs assessment. 

· It was recommended that some table titles be changed and that a short explanation accompany each updated table.

· The new tables will be posted on the website as an update of the NA.

· The Priorities for subsidized child development program funding for 2007-2008 were discussed.  Currently free/reduced lunch percentages are used to identify Priorities in SB County.  Discussion addressed whether this should continue or the whole county should be Priority 1.  No conclusion was reached.

· The CDE deadline for Priorities is May 31

· The group will meet again before the next Council meeting on April 11 at 8:30 am at Cachuma Lake Recreation Hall.
