· Trudy Adair-Verbais moved that the SBCCPC propose that all zip codes in Santa Barbara County be listed as Priority 1 for State Preschool, Full day preschool, General Child Care, Wrap-Around Care, School-Age Programs, Migrant Education, and Infants.  Diane Harmon seconded the motion.

· Discussion: Why did we not use this before?  Explanation that we established 3 Priorities based ob F/R lunch but using very careful evaluation of multiple sets of data.  But continuing concern that the State may not follow the established Priorities and the county lose funding thus excluding children who are in Priorities not selected by the State.  Only once has the State moved through the Priorities as established by the Council.  At other times they have used other criteria e.g. API.
