SurfMedia Update:
· SurfMedia has been contracted by the Council to prepare a public awareness plan about the importance of quality child care, thus addressing one of the objectives in the Strategic Plan.

· Julianna Minsky and Chris Davies from SurfMedia provided an update on the work they have done to date.  The update included a listing of the materials they are developing and activities they are proposing for the plan, as well as examples of community leader quotes they are gathering, the logo and tagline for the campaign, the definition of Quality Child Care proposed and the draft television PSA.
· Input from Council members regarding the logo, the definition and some of the wording in the PSA was noted.

Inclusive Child Care Talking Points:

Update on AB212 Augmentation Plan:

· Guidelines for preparation of a plan for the AB 212 augmentation funds were distributed on Monday.  The focus is on supporting professional development for administrative and teaching staff in Title 5 programs serving children 0-5 years old.  Santa Barbara County will receive $166,860 upon successful completion of a plan.  Deadline for submission of plans is August 1, with the contract to run until June 30, 2008.  

· Program administrators, OECE representatives and some Council members met May 1 and May 18 to begin developing a draft plan for Santa Barbara County.  The proposal is planned to focus on two areas of professional development: one will provide funds for stipends for subsidized program staff who are ineligible for STAR stipends to help support their participation in BA/MA programs and the second will support training, training of trainees and coaching for working with children with challenging behaviors.  However, the “Challenging Behaviors” plan is not clearly included in the guidelines so clarification/approval has been requested from CDE, CDD.

· If the “Challenging Behaviors” plan is supported by CDD a meeting with ICCAT to discuss details is tentatively set for June 20, 2:30-4:30 p.m. in Solvang.

· There will be a final meeting regarding the plan July 16, 1-4 p.m., at Hope Board Room. All are invited to participate in this planning

Retreat Report and Follow-Up:

· Evaluations of the Retreat were very positive.  A compilation of the evaluations was distributed.  Everyone seemed to enjoy Casa de Maria.
· At the Retreat we did work on what are the priority activities for Council to undertake and a sub-group of the Steering Committee further evaluated the work to be done and who should be responsible for that work.  These findings will be provided for the committees and action teams as they work on developing activities and timelines for 07-08.  Time was planned in today’s agenda for the committees and action teams to work on their activity plans but that will have to rescheduled to the July Council meeting because there is insufficient time remaining today.

The purpose of the conference is to encourage undergrads to join the education field.  The conference includes a workshop on ECE.  It is scheduled for October 13, 2007, 8:30-1:00 at UCSB.  Leslie Voss, Michelle Robertson and Erika Butler volunteered to participate on the panel.  Vishna thanked them and said that others could let her know later if they would like to join the group.
· The UCSB School of Education is moving forward with ECE as a minor for a BA.  It is expected to begin in Fall, 2008.  Planning for an interdisciplinary major in Early Childhood Ed is also taking place but that will be further out.
