· The draft of the Workforce Survey report for centers has been reviewed by some Council members and comments were submitted to UC Berkeley/R&R Network.  Valerie will attend an informational meeting about the Workforce Survey report tomorrow in Berkeley.  A request has been submitted to First 5 for us to present the findings of the report at a Commission meeting

· Implementation of the CEL has been delayed until August 1

· Concern has been expressed about the changes that CDD wishes to make to the Priorities for Subsidized funding that Council submitted in May.  The list of Priority areas 1,2 and 3 are not in question.  The concern is about the guidelines that specify that applicants should be headquartered and doing business in SB County, that current contractors should have special priority and a different application process.  Valerie will request a written statement from CDD about the issues around the Priorities submitted.  The information will be considered at the Steering Committee meeting scheduled for July 25.  Everyone is always welcome to attend Steering meetings.

· The RFA for new funds for SPS and GCC have not yet been posted on the CDE website.  It had been anticipated that the RFA would be posted by June 30 and County Priorities for 06-07 were also to have been posted by then.
