Resources for Transitional Kindergarten

Transitional Kindergarten is a new initiative that was signed into law in 2010 and requires school districts in California to allow entry to kindergarten to children whose fifth birthdays occur between September 1 and December 1 over the next three years, starting in fall of 2012. School districts may develop the program specifics for their communities, so it will likely look different in many districts. 
The Santa Barbara County Child Care Planning Council has developed an ad hoc committee to research best practices for Transitional Kindergarten, and to work with early childhood educators, parents, and school districts to ensure that the developmental needs of our young children are being met by this new initiative.
