Tips for ipad/ipods in the Classroom

Do’s:

· Sync all ipods/ipads with one computer.  

· Name all the ipods/ipads (01James, 12Jesus).

· Set a unique wallpaper for each ipods/ipads so it is easy to identify them.
· Set the ipods/ipads to automatically sync all of the content each time you sync.

· Make playlists so that everything is organized for your students.

· Label or engrave each ipod.

· Use a charging cart for ipods/ipads or an inexpensive hub (be sure to have a way to lock them up)!

· Have a plan for a pair of individualized earbuds for each student.

· Create a plan for use and misuse with a contract.

Don’ts:

· Don’t give students the iTunes account password.

· Don’t sync iPods with any other computer than the original.

· Don’t feel you need to sync your iPods everyday.

· Don’t use liquids on the screen.

· Don’t spend too much on iPods. 

· Don’t buy expensive accessories.

· Don’t mistreat the batteries.
