Possible reflective questions you might ask during post-observation debrief with the teacher based upon a specific focus area:

3. How did our planning prepare you for implementing the strategy we worked out ahead of time?

4. How did the students respond to the use of the focus area we have been practicing?

5. How did our planning better prepare you for the lesson?

6. Which students do you think “got it” and which ones will need additional support?

7. At which point in the lesson did you know the students were “getting it”?  

8. At which point in the lesson did you feel that some students were confused?  disengaged?  frustrated?

9. Which phases of direct instruction did you feel you most effectively delivered?

10. In which area of this program do you feel you would like greater support or assistance?
