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GRADE K – OPEN COURT READING

SOUNDS AND LETTERS
· Warming Up – Days 1-5

· Simple repetitious activities (incidental and explicit) that build automaticity, rapid naming, length of spoken words, detecting word changes

· Phonemic awareness

· Manipulating initial and final consonants

· Rhyming

· Phonemic Awareness

· Explicit

· Spoken language is the foundation to the transition to written language

· Oral blending

· Builds connection to written words and recognizing a series of phonemes as a word

· Teaches the sequence of written language from words to word parts to syllables to phonemes

· Oral segmentation

· Builds connection to spelling words and recognizing a word is made up of a series of phonemes

HOW THE ALPHABET WORKS

· Introducing Alphabet Sound card

· To demonstrate that every letter has at least one sound

· How to represent the sound as a letter and how to correctly form the letter to be read by self and others (beginning of building writing fluency)

· Reinforces idea that anything that can be pronounced can be spelled with letters of the alphabet

· Linking Sounds to Letters

· Word Pairs – teach target sounds and matches sound to letter

· Writing letters 

· Instructs and reinforces sounds to letter name (reading/spelling)

· Instructs and reinforces letter formation (beginning of writing fluency)

READING AND RESPONDING
· Build Background

· Familiarize students with the unknown words

· Builds vocabulary and fluency

· Preview and Prepare – Days 1-4

· Preview helps with setting tone, inflections, expression

· Selection Vocabulary – Days 1-4

· Builds vocabulary and word knowledge to increases speed and comprehension

· Builds word recognition to increase speed and inflections

· Read Aloud – Day 1

· Students hear what good reading sounds like

· Accuracy, rate, inflection, expression

· First Read – Day 2

· Preview and Prepare 

· Browse:  student previews – knows what to expect 

· Thinking of words and wording

· Selection vocabulary

· Know how to say the word and its meaning

· Reading Recommendations

· Read story to students – Model how reading with prosody sounds

· Run finger under print to demonstrate flow

· Print and Book Awareness

· High frequency words – need to memorize

· Second Read – Day 3

· Teacher reads modeling prosody

· Story Crafting -- Day 4 

· Teacher models another story

VOCABULARY SKILLS

· Familiarize students with words – how to pronounce and meaning

· Builds word fluency through recognition
WORKSHOP
· Independent/Collaborative Tasks
· Make rereading of program text a DAILY occurrence during Workshop (Must Do List)

· Vary the reading of text (e.g. wordless books, decodables, big books, etc.)

· Provide opportunities for rapid naming activities, especially of letters, sounds, and high frequency words

· Reread charts and posters created during core instruction to build accuracy and speed

· Expect students to read with prosody when reading orally with partners, small group, etc.

· Teach students how to give corrective feedback to their peers after they have read orally or completed a rapid naming exercise

· Utilize fluency/RAN (Rapid Automatic Naming) folders in a way that helps students know their personal goal for speed and accuracy and how to attain it.  

· Be careful not to over rely on RAN lists to reinforce letters, sounds, or words students have not been taught or that might indicate that learning to read is simply a speed and memorizing behavior 

· Small Group Instruction
· Teach students how to apply the blending strategy rapidly and automatically as they read

· Reference the Sound/Spelling Cards and model how to use them to support reading

· Provide opportunities for students to do a “cold read” of grade level text with feedback

· Provide specific corrective feedback to students on a regular basis

· Reinforce the concept of high frequency words mixed with decodable words make up the text that students are reading.  Knowing some words by site and being able to decode other words allows students to begin the journey toward fluency.
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
