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GRADE K – HOUGHTON MIFFLIN READING

Component: LEARNING TO READ/OPENING ROUTINES (15-20 min.)
· Calendar

· Model fluent oral language with prosody
· Students respond in complete sentences

· Use sentence frames with visual support *
· Vary choral, partner, and individual responses

· Daily Message

· Intentionally target concepts of print, sight words, and letter identification to build automaticity and prosody
· Model prosodic reading, then read and reread chorally to reinforce prosody *  

· Word Pattern Board
· Daily choral reading of high frequency words and word families to build automaticity

· Identify onset (initial consonant) and rime (vowel plus remaining letters) in word families to facilitate use of the Phonics/Decoding strategy  *
· Daily Phonemic Awareness

· Develop blending and segmenting skills that relate to decoding and encoding words

· Inform students that listening for sounds in words will help them figure out how to read words and write words 

· The goal is for students to graduate to effortless blending and segmenting of phonemes
Component: LEARNING TO READ (30-40 min.)
· Teacher Read-Aloud (Day 1)  
· Teacher, through the use of “Think Alouds,” explicitly models what good readers do when they read

· Using academic language, teacher will remind students that prosodic reading facilitates listening comprehension

· Student responses to comprehension questions should be in complete sentences
· Reading the Big Book  (Day 2 - 5)
· Teacher models prosody when reading the Big Book *
· When tracking, teacher uses a sweeping motion rather than a word-by-word pointing motion to focus students on the fluidity of print
· In repeated readings (Days 3-5) the students practice prosody in choral reading with teacher feedback, e.g., pointing out, explaining, and modeling the use of prosodic cues in the text
· Build automaticity of high frequency words, sight words, word families in connected text *
· Teacher models the Phonics/Decoding strategy when appropriate and reminds students that they can do the same when they read
· Phonemic Awareness (Day 1) 
· Develop blending and segmenting skills that relate to decoding and encoding words

· Inform students that listening for sounds in words will help them figure out how to read words and write words 

· The goal is for students to graduate to effortless blending and segmenting of phonemes

· Phonics (Days 2 - 5)

· Support student awareness of the alphabetic principle and its connection to reading text (i.e., anything that can be pronounced can be spelled with letters of the alphabet)

· Constantly reinforce the connection to real reading applications:  sounds are represented by letters, letters can be put together to make words, words can be read

· Reinforce the usefulness of the Alphafriend Cards as a mnemonic device to connect sounds to print

· Build automaticity by practicing rapid sound and letter recognition * 

· Theme 4-10: practice blending CVC words for accuracy and apply blending routines to text reading to approximate natural speech *
· Use phonics library books to support fluency
· Explicitly use the Teaching a Decodable Text routine *
· Provide multiple opportunities for students to independently apply the phonics knowledge, blending routines, and fluency elements to the text while reading *
· Provide additional opportunities for students to read the Phonics Library books throughout the week, including opportunities to read with teacher corrective feedback *
Component: WORD WORK (15-20 min.)
· High Frequency Word Practice

· Constantly reinforce the idea that there are some words that just need to be memorized for fluent reading; help students distinguish the difference

· Provide students with opportunities to identify high frequency words accurately in isolation and in connected text *
· Use program texts (Word and Picture books and Phonics Library books) to practice reading high frequency words with prosody *
· Use the sentences containing high frequency words in the mixed practice portion of the building words lessons, and the Spiral Review high frequency word lessons, to practice fluency *
· Building Words 
· Constantly reinforce the idea that changing a letter in a word creates a new word

· Build an awareness that recognizing patterns within words facilitates learning those new words

· Practice blending CVC words for accuracy and apply blending routines to text reading to approximate natural speech * 
· Revisit the Word Pattern Board for additional practice recognizing patterns in words and in decoding CVC words *
Component: WRITING & LANGUAGE (10-15 min.)
· Oral Language & Vocabulary
· Reread student and teacher generated lists, sentences, charts, graphic organizers, etc. to build fluency, reinforcing the sound of fluent speech *
· Students respond to questions in complete sentences

· Explain to students that the vocabulary words learned during these lessons might appear in text they will read or write in the future

· Writing

· Teacher reinforces the idea that each sound in a word corresponds to an Alphafriend card; teacher models this during interactive and shared writing and encourages students to do the same during independent writing *
· Reinforce the progression from letter to word to phrase to sentences during interactive and shared writing (concepts of print to support text knowledge)

· Support student fluency through reading and rereading of written work

· Day 5:  independent student use of high frequency words and phonics skills to write simple sentences *
Component: UNIVERSAL ACCESS (10-25 min.)

· Independent/Collaborative Tasks
· Make rereading of program text a DAILY occurrence during UA (Must Do List)

· Vary the reading of text (e.g. word and picture books, decodables, little big books, EL summaries, etc.) to move students from their instructional text level (90-95% accuracy) to greater ease and independence on grade level text materials 

· Provide opportunities for rapid naming activities, especially of letters, sounds, and high frequency words
· Reread charts and posters created during core instruction to build accuracy and speed

· Expect students to read with prosody when reading orally with partners, small group, etc.

· Teach students how to give corrective feedback to their peers after they have read orally or completed a rapid naming exercise
· Utilize fluency/RAN (Rapid Automatic Naming) folders in a way that helps students know their personal goal for speed and accuracy and how to attain it.  

· Be careful not to over rely on RAN lists to reinforce letters, sounds, or words students have not been taught or that might indicate that learning to read is simply a speed and memorizing behavior 
· Small Group Instruction
· Teach students how to apply the blending strategy accurately as they read

· Reference the Alphafriends Cards and model how to use them to support reading

· Teacher provides specific corrective feedback to students
· Reinforce the concept of high frequency words mixed with decodable words make up the text that students are reading.  Knowing some words by sight and being able to decode other words allows students to begin the journey toward fluency.
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* Use during Universal Access Time – small group/partner/individual review and practice opportunities
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
